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SUMMER WORK CREW – Urban Rangers

Position Announcement and Description:

Duties: Our mission is to improve the chances of survival for native wild animals and plants in parks and natural areas around Oregon, as well as completing valuable natural resource projects in local parks and preserves (trail building/maintenance, etc.). We will remove large and small plants that native animals or their prey cannot eat, including: Himalayan Blackberry, Scotch Broom, English Ivy, and Japanese Knotweed. This will involve cutting or pulling the plants, in some cases digging out roots. The work can be very hot in the summer. You will get dirty, muddy, sweaty, scratched up, bit by bugs, and you will be tired at the end of each day. We will supply gloves, boots, long-sleeve shirt, hard hat, and a water bottle.

Although the work will sometimes be physically difficult, by doing it you may gain confidence in your ability to do what many people would be afraid to do. In addition to building your own confidence and employment skills, we will work to create a team that helps each member to do a better job. We want you on this team if you can work hard in any condition (rain or intense heat), and are interested in restoring animal and plant habitats while cooperating with all other team members.

Qualifications Required:
1. Be between 16 and 18 years old with proof of identity (typically a valid Government issued ID or school ID) and proof of employment authorization (typically a Social Security card or birth certificate). For more details on proof of identity and/or employment authorization, please reference page 5 of the federal I-9 paperwork. 
2. Must complete YEI’s Work Readiness Training class and have proven reliable attendance and a good attitude.
3. Interest in helping improve habitats for plants and animals while completing natural resource projects.
4. No smoking, other tobacco products, or use of illegal drugs during scheduled work hours. No excuses or exceptions. Use will result in suspension and possible termination.
5. No use of cell phones or electronic devices (mp3 players, etc.). No excuses or exceptions. Use will result in suspension and possible termination. Cell phones will be carried by all Crew Leaders and can be used by youth only in an emergency, at the Crew Leaders’ discretion. 
6. Show up on time, ready to work with hard hat, Urban Rangers long-sleeve shirt, boots, gloves, and water bottle.
7. Ability to work in hot, cold, or rainy weather.

General Responsibilities:
1. Learn why we are doing this work. Why should we be paid to do this? 
2. Accept tasks you may consider unpleasant or unimportant.
3. Follow all worksite safety rules, including wearing life vests when on water, gloves, safety goggles, hard hats, etc.
4. Take good care of all tools and equipment you use.
5. Communicate with supervisors, co-workers, and the public in a courteous and cooperative manner.
6. Call YEI if you are going to be late or cannot come to work. Late youth will not be allowed to report to work and will be asked to leave without pay. Excessive tardiness and/or absences will result in suspension and possible termination.
7. Find ways to work cooperatively with other team members.
8. Ask questions when you do not understand.
9. Make progress toward meeting your goals and the goals of the team.
10. Wear clothes appropriate for getting the work done safely and that project a positive image. Shorts and sagging pants are not permitted. All pants must cover the tops of your boots.
11. Wear Urban Rangers long sleeved T-shirts on all scheduled work days. 

Contract:
Seasonal Work Experience position. Crews will work for 5 weeks, either from June 27th – July 28th OR August 1st – September 1st, 2011. All crews work Monday through Thursday, leaving promptly at 8:30am and returning at 4:30pm (about 32 hours per week). Hourly wage is $8.50/hour.
